SB 76 Senate Bill 76, also known as the property tax bill, did not pass. This was on the table last
meeting, but the bill did not pass by one vote. There were several issues with the bill and we were not privy
to read the bill that went to the floor. This added more issues to the budget stalemate, and did not pass be-
cause of this.

It would
also have some protection in place to limit the drastic property tax change that could happen after a reas-
sessment.
